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SECTION 1 - EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

In terms of visitor use, the 2013 Smith River State Park & River Corridor float season began
somewhat slow in April then slowly picked up steam, eventually peaking during the month of
June setting an all-time record for the month with 2,354 floaters. Conversely, a 5-day river
closure in early July, combined with hot, dry weather conditions and quickly dropping river
flows promptly ended the float season by mid July. These factors resulted in the lowest use
in July (473 floaters) since the drought year of 2007. The river flows peaked on June 04 with
a mean daily flow 1,110 cfs. The lowest mean daily flow was recorded on August 21 at 55
cfs.

A record number 6,662 private launch applications were received for the 2013 float season,
an 8.2% increase from the 6,156 applications received in 2012. A total of 531 private groups
floated the Smith River, involving 3,883 individual floaters, compared to the 21-year average
of private use of 538 groups, with 3,371 people. The average group size for private groups
was a record high 7.31 people per group. The overall average group size, which factors all
groups, was also a record at 7.50 people per group. Private permitted floats accounted for
85% of total floaters and 87% of total groups.

The 8 authorized commercial outfitting companies conducted a total of 40 trips involving 509
floaters (including both clients and guides), as compared to the 21-year average of outfitted
use of 47 groups per year with 555 people. Oultfitted floats accounted for 11% of total
floaters and 7% of total groups.

An official river closure to recreational floating was enacted for public safety July 6-10, due to
numerous reports of multiple food conditioned, human habituated black bears frequenting

boat camps. The majority of activity occurred in the lower third of the river, specifically

between the Stagmiller and Rat t | esnake Bend boat camps. An
Game Ani mal s Ca uwas issged ByaRegogae Supervisor Gary Bertellotti and

five offending black bears were dispatched by Park and Game Wardens, with assistance

from USDA Wildlife Services. The river was officially reopened on July 11.

Special Projects Completed

The following special projects were accomplished in 2013:

Camp Baker

U No special projects completed in 2013.

Eden Bridge

U Installed vault toilets (2) with separate changing rooms. Amenities added post
installation included; fAopend and fAcl osect
sanitizer dispensers, rubber floor matting, benches, clothes hooks and
ventilation turbine.

U Installed Informational Kiosk.

U Installed an additional above-ground water tank (450 gal) for the second host
site and installed external water pumps for each tank.

U Purchased HugesNet satellite internet service for hosts and installed satellite
dish receiver.

U Developed site plans for host pad improvement project and drafted
Environmental Assessment for public comment. Decision notice was
completed to proceed with the project.

River Corridor

U 26 pit latrines were dug. 253 pit latrines have been dug in the past 8 years. Eight
year average is 32 pit latrines dug per year.
U Smith River Habitat Project hired a noxious weed contractor, Nigel Davis i West



River Land Management, LLC, to spray noxious weeds within the corridor. Mr.
Davis performed an 11-day float in mid July treating over 65 acres in all 52 boat
camps.

U A group of volunteers from Missoula performed 1° annual weed pull float, pulling
Hounds Tongue, Thistle and Knapweed, continuing the important work that had
been performed by volunteers from Malmstrom AFB for several years.

U Smith River Habitat Project (SRHP) members performed 7" annual fall weed spray
within boat camps and private land. Approximately 45 acres were sprayed
between Cow Coulee and Paradise Bend Boat Camps.

U Nigel Davis, West River Land Management, with assistance from Jim Murphy

(cabin owner), sprayed noxious weeds on public and private lands within the

corridor treating approximately 100 acres in the fall.

Four hazard trees felled at Middle Trout Creek boat camp.

On-going bucking and cleanup of downed tree at Middle Cow Coulee.

Trail clearing and maintenance of downed trees on Indian Cave trail.

Removal of strainers below landing of In Lieu boat camp.

Administrative and Management Actions

U River closed to recreational floating for public safety July 6-10 due to numerous
reports of multiple aggressive, food conditioned and human habituated black bears
frequenting boat camps between Staigmiller and Rattlesnake boat camps. A
APermit To Destroy Game WasissuesbrslfivEldacksi ng Da
bears were dispatched by Park and Game Wardens, with assistance from USDA

U A temporary Inter-Agency Bear Management Committee was developed and met
three times in the fall of 2013. The committee recommended to the FWP Director
to pursue a mandatory food storage rule beginning 2015.

website. A rack card containing similar information is developed and will be
inserted into the 2014 Floater Packet.

U AmeriCorps Member was recruited and will assist with educational efforts related to
proper food storage while recreating on the Smith River.

U USFS funded a river ranger position for the 5" consecutive year. In 2013, the
USFS Ranger assisted the State Park Rangers with the Camp Baker administrative
duties as well as the majority of river patrols.

U R-4 State Parks was awarded a second Recreational Trails Project (RTP) Grant
which is used to fund one of the two temporary river ranger positions during the
2013 and 2014 seasons. The 2012 grant is closed out and expenditures began on
the 2013 grant. Park manager submited an application for a 2014 grant.

U New Point of Sale (P.O.S.) system goes live. Cash drawer and receipt printer are
installed in the Ranger Station. Daily revenues, bank deposits and remittances are
now reported utilizing this system.

U Recruited an additional back-up volunteer site host for Eden Bridge.
