General Terms of Permits

1. All birds released must be game bird farm birds obtained from a lawful source and released at the time of training only.

2. All falconry training areas must be more than one mile from any designated game preserve, bird nesting or management area.

3. Trainers utilizing mallards for falconry training must also have in possession documentation of legal acquisition and possession of the migratory birds.  USFWS requires that captive reared mallards over 6 weeks must be banded, toe clipped, or have a wing pinioned.

4. Permittee must be able to show legal possession of all game bird farm birds in their possession, both alive and dead.

5. This permit is only good from August 1 to March 31.

6. Any violation of the terms of this permit may result in revocation and/or criminal penalties.
